Penpower VoiceReader utilizes a state of the art text-to-speech technology, it will
read in fluent Mandarin or Cantonese of any articles. You can use it as a tool for fast
proofreading or in teaching the correct Mandarin/Cantonese pronunciation.

Open Penpower Voice Reader

1. Install “Penpower Handwriter 2009%.
2. Run “Start/All Programs/Penpower Valuable Software/Penpower Voice Reader”.

3. When it starts up, there will be an icon on/off ¥ button on the top right corner of your
application, such as Word. You can select Mandarin or Cantonese.
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4.1f you choose a paragraph, click & and select “J-5/{5 11 B i3£(Start/Stop Reading)”,
the selected paragraph will be read out. Check your speaker if there’s no sound.

5. Without highlighting any paragraphs, click 4, and select “J¥45/{5 1F:BH 3Z(Start/Stop
Reading)”, it will read from the cursor point.

Note: The Windows Vista 64bit edition does not support the direct text-to-speech function. You

must select a section of text before you can use the text-to-speech function.

6. During reading, click ¥, and selecting “JF- /1% 1F B 13(Start/Stop Reading)” , it will
stop reading.

Click ¥, select “i%E (Setting)” , the 1% i (setting) window will appear.
B 13250 & (Reading Speed): Adjust speak speed.

HH13 % i (Reading Tone): Adjust tone level.

Turn off Penpower Voice Reader

1. Click ¥, select “4% 5 (Finish)”.
